WOMEN'S ISLAND
A PLACE s HOPE

ast year when [ traveled to Cambodia 1 visibed Women's

Island, located about 45 minutes outside the capital city of

Phnom Penh. Women’s Island is home to Memaorial
Christian Church - a church built by supporters of ARM. Standing
along the banks of the river, this house of worship is a beacon of
faith and promise. Mot many years ago, Women's Island symbol-
ized something entirely different.

During the years of Cambodia’s ruthless dictator Pol Pot, and the
reign of the Khmer Rouge (1973 - 1980), Women's [sland repre-
sented death and despair. It was a prison island for women.
These “daughters of Pol Pot” became strangers in their own land

Island. We were reminded of this as we walked along a muddy footpath
behind the church. We passed a rice paddy and a couple shanty
houses, then came to an open field. Bordering this field were the dilapidated barracks that once
housed thousands upon thousands of women and children. Here, in a demonic policy of geno-
cide, these women and children met their deaths. All over the grounds, everywhere we
walked, the bodies of these souls rest in unmarked graves. It's sobering and somber,

After weeks of intense torture, most were decapitated. The Khmer Rouge did not believe in
God and praying was strictly forbidden; but when it came time for executions they would cru-
elly force the Christians to kneel and pray to demonstrate how their God could not save them.
When the regime of terror ended, some stayed on the island because they had no where else
to go. Over the years it became an island of refuge for women and is today populated by for-
mer prostitutes and orphan girls, outcasts, the homeless and widows,

It was a study in contrasts when we dedicated Memorial Christian Church on Women’s Island.
A throng of people gathered. Conversations buzzed. Children played. Dancers danced, singers
sang and dignitaries spoke. The people celebrated under red canopies while the church stood
festooned in banners and flags. A single red ribbon draped the entrance to the sparkling sanc-
tuary awaiting worshipers and guests. It was a day of achievement, a day of rebirth.

Perhaps one of the most unforgettable conversations of the day was with a woman who said
she had to be present to honor her family, Only she, her sister, and mother survived Pol Pot's
regime. All others in her family were killed. She did not know where they wene buried, bul
it was likely somewhere on Women's [sland.

This island once represented so much death and evil, but now is a center for goodness and
life ... because you have invested in the work of the gospel. By the grace of God they are
no longer just the “daughters of the kingdom of Cambaodia,” they are the “daughters of an
everlasting kingdom” whose King remembers cach one of them by name. Thank you for
helping to build Memaorial Christian Church on Women’s Island. The church now stands
where evil once reigned.
